WASHINGTON, DC �± U.S. Senator 

Barbara A. Mikulski (D-Md.) today

   On June 4, 1989, the Solidarity Party 

was overwhelmingly victorious in

of Poland live under brutal, communist 

rule. Growing up as a Polish American in 

East Baltimore, I learned about the 

burning of Warsaw at the end of the 

Second World War. The Germans burned 

Warsaw to the ground �± killing a quarter 

of a million people �± as Soviet troops 

watched from the other side of the Vistula 

river. I learned about the Katyn massacre 

�± where Russia murdered more than four 

thousand Polish military officers and 

intellectuals in the Katyn Forest at the 

start of the Second World War.

The catalogue is based upon an exhibit 

bearing the same name, which was 

recently displayed at Harvard University 

as part of our national May 3rd 

celebration. Dr. Pronczuk serves as the 

Exhibit Curator and Mr. Szymon Tolak as 

the Graphic Editor. 

   Through text as well as photos of 

paintings from the Warsaw National 

Museum, Royal Castle and Polish Army 

Museum, the catalogue, in book form, 

dramatically illustrates and describes the 

events and conditions, which enabled the 

creation of the Polish Constitution. That 

document is widely known to be the first 

democratic constitution in Europe and 

only the second in the world, after the 

Constitution of the United States of 

America. The book describes and depicts 

the adoption of the Constitution by the 

Sejm (Parliament) as well as the invasion 

of Poland by Russia a year later and the 

subsequent abolishment of the 

Constitution. 

   The Catalogue also includes the full text
